For each book, complete a graphic organizer — be sure that it is
detailed. The organizers will be used as a basis of writing essays in the
fall. The more details you include in your organizer (i.e. referring to
specific characters and events) the more information you will have for
your essay. There are two organizers, one for fiction and one for non-
fiction. Be certain to use the correct organizer for each novel.

Your organizers are due the second day of school.

Grade 8

You will be required to do the above for “Saint Martin de Porres:
Humble Healer” and your two free selections from the suggested
titles. Organizers are due the second day of school.

You are required to read “To Kill a Mockingbird” by Harper Lee.
Please complete two of the five essays listed below, also due the
second day of school. Essays should be approximately one page,
typed, double-spaced (12 point font, Times New Roman). At the
beginning of your first essay, please identify: title, author, type of
genre, main characters and setting.

o Essay #1: Write a persuasive argument that Scout could use to convince
Mr. Ewell that he should change his behavior and act fairly. Support your
opinions using effective facts and details from the story.

0 Essay #2: Explain how the quote, “it’s a sin to kill a mockingbird,” is
symbolic to the story.

0 Essay #3: Describe Atticus’s parenting style. What is his relationship with
his children like? How does he seek to instill a good conscience in them?

o0 Essay #4: How do Jem and Scout change during the course of the novel?
How do they remain the same?

0 Essay #5: Choose one main character and describe how you related to him
or her and why. Offer specific details from the story and elements of the
character to support your analysis.
